ANXIETY IN  CHILDREN

GRIFFITH  UNIVERSITY ASSESSMENT AND

TREATMENT PROGRAMS

Anxiety is a common concern for young children with some estimating
it occurs in 1 in 10 children.

Children who are anxious may appear very shy, and may want to
avoid doing many things that other children are able to do like show
and tell, asking questions in class, attending special school events
like discos, and joining sporting or dance groups with unfamiliar children.

Children who are bothered by anxiety may be very scared of certain
things like dogs or the dark or of going to the doctor or dentist or may
worry about being away from their parents or another loved one.

Other anxious children may always seem to be worrying about things
such as their school work, their sporting ability and things going on in
the world l ike Tsunamis and cyclones.  These children may complain
of physical problems like feeling sick, having headaches or being
sore.

Having some anxiety in some of these situations is normal for young
children, but it is when their anxiety stops them from doing things
other children are able to do, that it can become a problem and
seeking help from someone trained in anxiety management is a good
idea.

If you are concerned about high levels of anxiety in your child then at
the Griffith University Psychology Clinic (Gold Coast Campus) we
may be able to help you.  We are offering a child anxiety assessment
and treatment service.  Eligible families will take part in a program
for children aged 4-12 years old aimed at reducing levels of anxiety
in children.
