INTEGARD - INTERNET SAFETY

internet filters free of charge to Australian families online. The software
protects children and adolescents from inappropriate websites and
monitors online chat conversations for signs of predators, bullying
and depression so that it can alert parents of a potential problem. It
also disallows personal details from being released over websites
including chat programs such as MSN Messenger, MySpace and Facebook.
Although supervision is highly recommended, Integard provides parents
the information they need to protect their children while 'surfing the
net'.

NAPLAN TESTING

This week begins the National Assessment Program Literacy and
Numeracy (NAPLAN) testing throughout Australia. All schools are
involved with testing being conducted across Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. The
tests begin on Tuesday with Language Conventions followed by a
Writing activity. Wednesday covers Reading while Thursday's test
covers Numeracy. Tests duration ranges between 40 minutes in Year
3, 50 minutes in Year 5 to 65 minutes in Year7. Numeracy in Year 7
tests skills both with and without the use of calculators.

While these tests are an indication of how your child is progressing in
Literacy and Numeracy, they are limited to one day using one form of
testing. Many students react poorly to this type of testing. Teachers
at St Augustine's School use balanced, diverse and extensive forms of
assessment to give a more accurate summation of your child's progress
throughout the school year. Many parents have already received
interview notes from teachers. These interviews enable teachers to
inform you of student progress for the first half of this year.

SICKNESS NOTIFICATION

The season is fast approaching when many of our students contract
colds and flu. We request that you keep your child at home if he/she
has a serious cold infection. We have several students at St A's with
chronic illnesses and simple colds are much more difficult for them to
combat. If your child contracts Chicken Pox or Measles please inform
your class teacher as parents need to be informed about these viruses.
Thank you for your understanding.

BURMA DISASTER: NEWS FROM CARITAS

The people of Burma who have experienced the devastating impact
of cyclone Nargis urgently need your help.

Who can forget the tragedy of the 2004 Boxing Day Tsunami? We
remember the terrible anguish, the ferocity of the water, the death,
the hungry and the sick. In Burma, we know that once again we are
faced with a growing number of dead with many, many, more left to
suffer in the aftermath.

It appears that in the 12 to 15 feet tidal surge which accompanied
cyclone Nargis, tens of thousands of people living in the (Irrawaddy)
Delta have drowned and up to 1.5 million people have been left
homeless. Since the (Irrawaddy) Delta is regarded as the rice bowl of
Burma, who can imagine what the devastation of rice fields will mean
for the survivors, particularly in light of the current world food crisis,
and the rising price of rice.

These people of Burma are more than figures on a sheet of paper or
television screen. They are mothers, fathers, children, siblings,
grandparents, daughters and sons. Many are the poorest of the poor.
Those who have survived urgently need food, water and basic shelters.

In a message to Caritas members, local Church partners said, "Our
country is in a state of mourning with thousands of deaths and still
counting. Thousands have disappeared and more than a million are
displaced. The magnitude of devastation overwhelms a poor country
like ours".

In light of this heartbreaking information we once again call on the
Australian community to dig deep in their pockets and Donate now!
You can do this online at www.caritas.org.au or call 1800 024 413
where our telephone lines will be open from 9am to 9pm each day
during this emergency.

Caritas Australia is supporting the emergency aid and response efforts
in the most affected areas of Burma where we have been working
with partner agencies for the past two decades. Caritas is working
together with the Church in Myanmar and the Burmese people and is
initially providing food, clean water, temporary shelter materials and
medical help through partners.

Caritas Internationalis, our international network that coordinates
emergency response, is currently mobilizing and awaiting visa approval
to add further assistance to those on the ground.

Our international network has vast experience in operating in post-
emergency situations, such as the Boxing Day tsunami and recently
in response to Cyclone Sidr in Bangladesh - this expertise will add
considerable benefit to the international response, as soon as entry is
allowed.

Caritas Australia has been supporting projects in Burma for over 20
years. In this time we have developed very strong partnerships and
trust ensuring we can be highly accountable with any funds expended
there.

All funds raised through the Burma cyclone appeal will be spent in
assisting the rehabilitation in Burma. Caritas Australia is mandated to
deliver at least 92% of all funds raised in emergencies to the emergency
in question.

Caritas is adopting a two phased approach to the emergency response:

1 to assess the situation on the ground and ensure we are efficient
and effective in focusing our attention where the need is
greatest and we can have the most significantimpact in assisting
with the urgent humanitarian crisis. Currently this appears to
be clean water, food, emergency shelter and medical assistance.

2 The second phase will look at the medium to long term impact
of the cyclone addressing the needs of the emerging food
crisis (the rice bowl of Burma has been worst affected, which
willimpact the entire country and be compounded by the global
food price shortages) and the refugee situation (before the
cyclone over one million people were displaced within Burma,
since the cyclone estimates suggest as many as 1.5 million
people are affected and are likely to further increase the number
of internally displaced people within the country.
